Windfall Farm Covid Protocols
The Basics
WEAR---a mask.
WAIT---6 feet apart. Social distancing is our norm.
WASH---your hands for 20 seconds with soap and water or 70% alcohol hand sanitizer, often.

Horse Show Office 
-There will be a designated entrance and exit for the show office.
-The office will be staffed and a plexiglass barrier will allow for in person communication without personal contact. 
-Scratch/Ads may be done with the ingate master
-All ribbons and trophies (including u/s) may be picked up in the office.  2 person limit please!
-Masks are required to enter the building. 
-There will be a hand sanitizing station located at the door. 

Entry Process (please enter no later than Monday, June 1)
-Please enter prior to the show. All entry forms, releases, and class schedule are available @www.windfallfarmhorseshows.com, they can be emailed or faxed to 513.680.0838 
-Back numbers will be delivered to your stalls. 
-An open check required upon arrival. Please have a representative from your group bring ALL checks to the office.
-We strongly recommend that you enter ALL classes you plan to show in for all days. You may do Add/Scratches with respective ingate master,
-Your accuracy on entries is critical to our horse show operations process and will allow us to give you more precise information on show flow

Pavilion Patio & Ingate Tents
-There will be VERY LIMITED seating available on the patio or under the tents.  

Schooling & Show Arenas
-There will be a sign-up sheet available on line for Friday schooling days. 
-During schooling, no more than 6 horses and 10 people will be permitted in a ring or schooling area at one time. 
-All people must practice social distancing.
-Disposable gloves are recommended for those handling the jumps & cups.
-Please wipe jump cups down w/ provided sanitizing items (spray bottles, wipes) after handling the jumps.
-Additional hand sanitizer stations will be placed around in-gates.
-No more than 2 ppl may accompany a horse/rider at the ingate. (ie trainer & groom)

Stabling
-Stall reservations should be made with Erica by calling or texting 513.680.3690
-Stabling areas will be strictly limited to essential personnel during limited operations. Social distancing will be enforced in the stabling area
-It’s recommended that all horses are groomed and tacked up in their stalls. Bring your own brushes vs using community brushes
-Please limit number of people in tack rooms.
-Please bring your own sanitizer for any surfaces in stabling area you want wiped or sprayed regularly (buckets, door latches)
-If you plan to exercise the self clean option at the conclusion of the show, please bring enough equipment for your group. Windfall will not be able to provide equipment for use at this time.
Screening
-If you are not feeling well or have any symptoms of illness, please stay home!
-Please self-monitor!! If your temp is 99.5 or higher, STAY HOME!
-Daily temperature monitoring of each individual, ensures protection for your teams and those around you. 

Personal Protective Equipment
- All employees, competitors, and visitors on property will be required to wear a cloth mask at all times upon arrival with the exception of when actively riding. In accordance with CDC recommendations, it is strongly recommended that a cloth mask be worn anytime a person is outside their home. 
-A limited supply of disposable masks & gloves will be available at the show

Other
-Community water coolers will not be available during the show. However, bottled water will be available ring side show days
-Portable restrooms will be sanitized every 2 hours. If you have any concerns, bring your own spray/wipes & wipe surfaces

As always, complimentary snacks (and candy) will still be available Friday on the pavilion patio
